	At West Leigh Infant School,  we have high expectations for all pupils and believe that, with quality teaching, pastoral support, effective engagement with parents and a personalised approach to meeting children’s needs, every child can fulfil their individual academic, social and emotional potential. We ensures that the Pupil Premium funding is allocated effectively to have the necessary impact so that pupils achieve at the same progress as non-disadvantaged pupils with similar starting points and that their academic attainment is not limited, and that they have equal access to the extended curriculum and enrichment opportunities. 
Our current strategy supports these aims by ensuring pupils receive high quality first teaching in all subjects, but with a specific focus on maths; reading, including phonics, and writing. Embedded into our practice is the importance of enriching opportunities in supporting the wider learning of disadvantaged students, enhancing cultural capital and removing barriers to accessing and understanding the wider curriculum.
