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Doodle Maths is an online personalised support app aimed at helping children fill in any gaps in their mathematical understanding.  

It starts with a baseline assessment covering all mathematical topics and years of study to identify the areas a child feels less confident in.  Then the programme generates a programme of study designed to meet the needs of each individual child going right back to the maths they did in Early Years (Reception).  

Each series of lessons starts with key information and teaching slides (which the child reads through and completes some understanding questions) before moving on to fluency exercises designed to secure the child’s understanding of that learning point.  As they get questions right, the children earn stars.  Any questions they find tricky, they can flag for an adult to work with them on, either at home or in school.  Teachers track each child’s progress and use the information to help support the child in class and with specific interventions. 

The Doodle app has some great help functions the children can easily access: 
· Read the question to me (click on the speaker sign),
· Multiplication square (through tools),
· Write on whiteboard (where a touch-sensitive whiteboard overlays the question for calculations drawn by hand),
· Help for individual questions (help button).
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There is also a section of Doodle maths dedicated to times tables practise that comes as part of the children’s logins.  This gives them an alternative way of practising their tables if they want a break from paper-based practise or TTRS. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]The main premise of Doodle maths is ‘little and often works best’ rather than intense long individual sessions.  The aim is for children to use Doodle for 10 minutes at a time, three or more times a week, either at home or in school – or both! 
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
